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This is an exciting time for the Congregation.  At the
request of Dan Leger, the board adopted a proposal to
hold weekly Shabbat services.  Dor Hadash will now
have a service every Saturday morning.  On those
Shabbatot for which there are no services pursuant to
our traditional schedule, services will be held at the
Labor Zionist Center starting at 10:00 a.m.  These
services, of course, will be open to everyone.  The focus,
however, will be on adult worship and study.
Discussion of the weekly Torah portion will be an
integral part of the programming. The Torah will not
be read in these new Shabbatot services, at least in the
beginning.  The board is extremely pleased to expand
the worship opportunities for our members and it
thanks Dan for bringing this issue to its attention.

The board is moving forward with the drafting
and approval of a congregational mission statement.
Dor Hadash does not currently have a mission
statement and the adoption of one will provide us with
an enhanced sense of identity and purpose.  Such a
statement will give us a means for assessing whether
our policies and programming are in furtherance with
organizational goals.  It may also assist us in attracting
new members and in presenting the congregation to
the larger Jewish community.

Additionally, we are continuing to develop our
congregational relationship with Congregation Beth
Samuel, the Ambridge-based Reconstructionist
congregation.  We have invited the members of Beth
Samuel to attend an erev Shabbat service.  Rabbi Anna
Rosenfield and members of the Beth Samuel
congregation will be celebrating Shabbat with us on
Friday, July 20.  Please make an extra effort to attend
this service and give a warm Dor Hadash welcome to
our guests.  Additional activities involving the two
congregations are likely to be scheduled in the coming
months.

June is the final month in which Rabbi Zevit
will be spending a weekend with us in this program
year.  Rabbi Zevit has given much of himself duringthis
time.  While not an exhaustive list of his activities, it is
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important to note that Rabbi Zevit has led a number of
Dor Hadash services; advised our committees; provided
counseling to those seeking spiritual guidance and led
a series of very successful adult education programs.
Many have benefited from Rabbi Zevit’s presence here
and I, on behalf of the congregation, and myself, thank
him for his contributions to our congregation.

Rabbi Zevit will be returning, in his capacity as
visiting rabbi, for four visits next year.  Programming
ideas for the time Rabbi Zevit spends with us are
welcome.  During the upcoming year, we will also be
working our way through the process of hiring a
Pittsburgh-based rabbi on a part-time basis for
September 2008.  The hiring process will include us
interviewing and hosting a number of applicants for the
rabbi position.  Pursuant to the congregation’s wishes,
this will be an open process.  All applicants for the
position, including Rabbi Zevit should he desire to be a
candidate, will be considered.   Between Rabbi Zevit’s
visits and the visits of candidates for the part-time rabbi
position, it is expected that we will have an active
rabbinic presence at Dor Hadash next year.

Our agenda is an ambitious one.  If we are to
accomplish the tasks we have set for ourselves and meet
our long-term goals, we will have to raise sufficient
resources to fulfill our commitments.  To this end, a
fund-raising committee has been formed under the
chairmanship of Allen Baum.  We will all need to assist
in the efforts of this committee.  If we do not, as a
community, shoulder our responsibilities, we may not
have the necessary funds to meet our objectives.

Finally, I feel compelled to remind everyone that
Dor Hadash is a member led congregation.  The active
participation of every member is essential if we are to
maintain our identity.  We are always looking for new
people to perform the various roles in our services,
including: Torah readers, sedra reviewers, service
leaders and oneg sponsors.  We run the risk of our
services becoming stale if new ideas, energy and
personalities are not brought into the mix.  I encourage
all members to volunteer to the degree their interests
and abilities permit.  Please leave a voicemail at
412.422.5158 and let us know how you can help. To
preserve our vibrancy, let us all step up to the plate and
do our respective parts.
